– Postdoctoral Fellowship Application Checklist –
Please follow these steps to complete the application process: 

· Review the Eligibility Guidelines for applicants located at https://sleep.hms.harvard.edu/education-training/research-training-program/forms-and-resources/eligibility-guidelines
· Contact and meet with potential mentor(s) to discuss your interests and your potential research project. A listing of training grant faculty can be found here: https://sleep.hms.harvard.edu/education-training/research-training-program/t32-program-faculty-research-overview

· Fill out the Postdoctoral Fellowship Application Form 

· Include three letters of support (including one from your potential mentor)
· Include proof of citizenship: US Citizens must provide Birth Certificate or Certificate of Naturalization.  Permanent Residents must provide a copy of their Green Card. 

· Fill out the Personal Data Sheet 

· Send completed materials to sleep_training@hms.harvard.edu
· Postdoctoral applicants are also required to give a brief (30 min) presentation of their prior research and their plans for work supported by the Training Grant.  Giving a talk at Harvard provides the best opportunity to meet with your mentor, their group, and members of the Selection Committee, but if travel is difficult, then the presentation can be given via the internet. Work with your mentor to schedule the presentation. The mentor should then contact the Training Grant Coordinator to announce the title and time of the presentation.  These presentations are presently taking place via Zoom due to COVID-19 restrictions.
